Final Exam

Music Tour CD, Poster, Collector Ticket & T-shirt Design Project
This is your final exam. You will use all the skills you have gained this semester for this project. 

A marketing director has hired you to design a CD cover front and back, tour poster, collector edition ticket and t-shirt front and back for their new music group. Band name, tour name, name of CD, poster, tee shirt and CD cover must be appropriate if not sure get approval by the teacher.

Choose a demographic market to create your group for. Do the research to determine  

how each market looks. Use Photoshop to create a CD cover, poster, collector ticket 
and a t-shirt design appropriate for your chosen market. 

Requirements

You will design a CD front and back, poster, t-shirt front and back and collector addition ticket. 
Create a picture package (name bottom right) which includes all items (front and back of CD cover, poster, collector ticket, and front and back of t-shirt) 
Each component of the project should have an original look. Do not copy for example CD design to t-shirt, to ticket to poster each should have an original design and look to them. Make sure pictures are clear and text is readable.

CD Cover
At least 12 layers
· CD Cover size (front and back): Make sure to measure your CD case before you start creating. I will provide the CD case. 

· Make up a group (a group is going to be more than three people). Make sure that you are not copying any logos, existing CD covers, illustrations or typography from the Internet of existing bands.  Collect photos of your chosen musician you are one of the musicians. Use at least two other images besides the group to create your CD. 

· Give it a background color or graphic design.

· Include the name of the group and title of CD. They will be different not the same name for each.
· Include original names of at least ten songs on back of CD.

Add the effects 

· You will use the patch tool to remove something from an image. Name the layer you    

used the patch tool. Print screen and add to your picture package what image looked like before 

· Create your own brush effect use the fade option in shape dynamics. Print screen 
your brush effect you create and print screen showing it was added to the brushes. 

Use your brush in a layer and label the layer.

· CD covers needs to be printed in color

· Put UPC with number on back of CD.
· Cut out neatly to fit CD covers. Glue them on a CD case

Poster
At least ten layers
· Poster size 8” x 10”

· Tour name (different from the name of the band).
· At least ten tour dates, venue, cities and states.
· Ticket distributor name, logo and website for ticket ordering. Example Ticketmaster,  

·   Stubhub, etc.
· Ticket prices
· Name of group 
· Picture of group different than CD cover
· Background

· Two other graphic images besides the group.
· Poster needs to be printed in color. Picture package layers printed in black and white.
T-Shirt
At least five layers
· T-shirt design (front and back). 

· Make t-shirt 8 x10--front on a separate page from back

· You choose the color and style of shirt
· Include artwork front and back (do not cover the entire t-shirt with an image).

· T-shirt should have name of band and tour name (name of band and tour names  

  are different).

· T-shirt should not look like poster or CD cover do not put tour dates on back of T-    

  shirt.
· Print out your image of your t-shirt. Cut out t-shirt front, back neatly. 

· Picture package layers printed in black and white

· Do not put tour dates from poster on t-shirt.
Collector Edition Tour Ticket
At least seven layers
· Size five and a half inches in width by two inches high.
· Be creative with the background; use a graphic on the ticket.

· Put the name of the band, city, state, venue, the day, date, time doors open, time 
of concert, price, row/seat, UPC/bar code, rules of concert (samples in share drive).
· Print and cut out neatly. Picture package layers printed in black and white.
· Picture package should have all layers for each component showing. Name bottom 
· right. 
· Print picture package black and white. Make sure all layers and text are showing.

· All other components of project are in color. 
Add all of these effects in Each (CD, Poster, T-Shirt and Collector Addition Ticket) component and name your layers where you used the effect.
· Use the sharpen tool (Label your layers)
· Use the smudge tool (Label your layers)
· Use bevel and emboss and drop shadow (Label your layers)
· Use the blur filter  (Label your layers)
· Put a border around something (Label your layers)
· Use opacity (Label your layers)
· Name your background layer in each component (background is not the name).

Add these effects in any of the components. Name your layers where you used the effect.
· Use at least two filters. (Label your layers)

· Use at least two layer mask. (Label your layers)

· Create at least two adjustment layers. (Label your layers)

· Create at least two clipping mask. (Label your layers

· Use the dodge tool (Label your layers)
· Use the burn tool (Label your layers)
· Use the sponge too  (Label your layers)
· Name your background layer in each component (background is not the name).
