
CODE OF ETHICS AND ACCEPTABLE USE GUIDELINES

FOR COMPUTER USERS
As a student at Wando High School, I will abide by the rules and procedures for using digital technology in the school; I agree to follow lab rules and the CCSD Acceptable Use Policy, and Code of Ethics explained below:
1. I recognize that all computer users have the same right to use the equipment; therefore, I will not change the computer setup nor deliberately misuse the equipment in any way.

2. I recognize that software is legally protected by copyright laws; therefore, I will not make unauthorized copies of software available on school computers either by transferring program files onto personal disks or to another computer electronically.  I will not give, lend, or sell copies of software to another unless I have the written permission of the copyright owner or the original software is clearly identified as freeware available in the public domain.

3. I recognize that the work of all users is valuable; therefore, I will protect the privacy of others by not trying to learn their passwords.  

4. I agree to keep my username and password private. I will access the network for school use only.
5. I agree to access my e-mail account only through Wando High School’s e-mail site.  All other e-mail accounts are prohibited on the school campus.

6. I will store only school related files in my directory.  Any unauthorized media files, e-mail or documents maybe deleted at your instructor’s discretion.
7. I will practice anti-virus procedures as instructed by the instructor, and I will not attempt to use an unauthorized disk in a computer.  If I need to access a file on a disk owned or brought to the lab by myself, I will allow the instructor to scan the disk prior to attempting to access it.
8. I will make an effort to talk and work in such a way that others in the lab will not be disturbed or distracted.

9. I will not copy, change, read, or use files belonging to another user.  I will not submit another student’s work as my own.

10. I will not attempt to gain unauthorized access to system programs or computer equipment.

11. I will not use computer systems to disturb or harass other computer users by sending unwanted e-mail or displaying messages by any other means.

12. I will not download information onto the hard drive of any computer unless authorized to do so by the instructor.

13. I will not install any software on CCSD equipment or network.
14. I will not use the computer resources for non-academic activities.

15. I will not waste or take department provided supplies such as paper.  I will view a document before printing, and I will reuse/recycle paper as instructed by my instructor.

Illegal and inappropriate activities of the computer are strictly forbidden.


Food, drinks, gum, and candy are NOT allowed near computer workstations.  

Consequences of Inappropriate Computer Use:  Student infractions and/or failure to comply with the Code of Ethics and Acceptable Use Guidelines enumerated above may result in appropriate disciplinary action in addition to suspension of computer privileges.  Unauthorized use of the network and/or computers, intentional deletion or damage to files and data belonging to others, or copyright violations may be defined as theft by various state and/or federal agencies.  Repeated or severe infractions may result in the termination of computer use permanently and referral to appropriate law enforcement agencies.
