COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This is an introductory course designed for the students interested in pursuing a career or continuing their education in the graphic design/interactive media industries. Students are instructed in the fundamental features of Photoshop for editing and designing photos as well as learning the basics of digital photography. Successful completion of Imaging Editing helps provide a foundation for continued training in the graphic design/interactive media industries. This course prepares students to sit for the Adobe Certified Associate - Visual Communication with Adobe Photoshop exam. The student is not responsible for any exam costs. Successful completion of this course meets the computer science requirement for graduation.
INSTRUCTIONAL PHILOSOPHY

We believe that students learn best when given the opportunity to practice and then apply new concepts and skills.  We adhere to the trend in technology which requires business educators to provide opportunities for all students to learn the new technologies and techniques that are emerging in today’s workplace.  Understanding the diversity of learning styles is crucial in assuring individual student success.  Based on this principle, instruction is designed to meet the unique needs of each individual and classroom.  While students must ultimately take responsibility for their own learning, education is the joint responsibility of the school, the home, and the community. 

LABORATORY POLICY

For this class, it is permissible to assist classmates in general discussions of computing techniques. General advice and interaction are encouraged. Each person, however, must develop his or her own solutions to the assigned projects, assignments, and tasks. In other words, students may not "work together" on graded assignments. Such collaboration constitutes cheating. A student may not use or copy (by any means) another's work (or portions of it) and represent it as his/her own.
