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You are going to design a magazine cover using Adobe PhotoShop. A good cover needs to accomplish four things: 

1. Identify the personality of the magazine.
2. Attract the target audience
3. Lure the reader into the magazine
4. Establish a visual identity (consistent use of format)
Choose your favorite magazine. Your magazine cover will be based off of an existing magazine, for example (Teen, Surfing, Esquire, TIME, Vanity Fair, Rolling Stone) use the layout style and name of the magazine, but design your own photos, titles and story lines. Remember to keep each layer separate! Keep it appropriate. (No Playboy, Playgirl, Maxim, etc).Make sure everything is clear and readable.

Set page as 8x10 portraits.
2.
Set up a background that is appropriate for the magazine you are using.
3.
You must include the magazine’s flag – (the top portion of the magazine cover which includes the magazine name) in which you re-create to look as close as possible to the real thing. Design your own cover. The only item you are copying the look of is the flag.  You can not copy and paste the flag from the magazine website.  Everything is created from scratch.

Main article will feature a photo of yourself and your name in the title of the article.

At least five other story lines besides the one of you/six total (Make them interesting – Be Creative Keep it clean) 
6. Issue date
7. Issue price 

8.   UPC-Bar Code
9. Website address
10. Add drop shadow to text 
11. Add Bevel and Emboss to text

12. Apply a filter to text--name in layer

13.  Create a text path

14. Tag one of the stories with a page number
15. Print out final color magazine cover. 
16. Print screen the real magazine cover you are using and put on your picture package with the layers of the magazine you created. Print in black and white.
